What’s the Arts Strategy Citizens Assembly?
The Arts Strategy Citizens Assembly is a meeting of fifty Melburnians who are brought together to discuss and deliberate on future directions of the Arts Strategy 2014-17, to assist the City of Melbourne to strengthen Melbourne as a city for the arts.
What’s involved? 

We are going to recruit fifty community members that reflect our resident population and city user population. We are looking for people who can commit to attending the meeting on Saturday 7 December 2013 and to spend time doing some pre-reading of an introductory document. 

The introductory document will provide information on the role and responsibilities of the City of Melbourne in the planning and delivery of the Arts. It will also include a summary of how the broader community values the Arts and how they think the City of Melbourne can encourage arts and creativity.  

The meeting will be held on Saturday 7 December, from 11am to 4pm at a venue in North Melbourne. The session will involve a discussion amongst participants about the creative assets and opportunities that the community are providing through our current engagement process (melbourne.vic.gov.au/arts). The idea of the Citizens Assembly is that participants come together to discuss and deliberate on the future directions and recommendations to be considered by Council as part of the 2014- 2017 Arts Strategy.  

How do we decide who the final participants are? 

We are asking all interested residents and city users online, at one of our pop ups or through the forums to complete an expression of interest form. This can either be completed online or by mailing the form back to City of Melbourne. Once we have the final number of interested community members we will select the final fifty people taking into consideration age, gender, postcode, place of birth, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander heritage and employment status.
Do you need to have any specific qualifications or skills to participate?
